System, of the former Village of Florenceville passed on September 3, 1991;

By-law No. 7, A By-law Relating to the Licensing and Regulating of Household
Pets, of the former Village of Bristol and passed on February 17, 2003 and By-
law No. 2-3, A By-law Relating to the Licensing and Regulating of Household
Pets, of the former Village of Florenceville passed on January 27, 2003.

2. The repeal of said by-laws shall not affect any penalty, forfeiture or liability, incurred
before such repeal or any proceeding for enforcing the same completed or pending at
the time of repeal; nor shall it repeal, defeat, disturb, invalidate or prejudicially affect
any matter or thing whatsoever completed, existing or pending at the time of repeal.
